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Attendance Requirements for Renewal from Article Three of GABB By-L aws:

In addition to BBMS membership and dues being current (for busine ss brokering members)
in order to renew membership in next year, current members must:

“Have registered and attended a minimum of one (1) state-level organizational event during
the prior year, e.g., the State Conference, a GABB sponsored course, or a GABB sponsored social
event, excluding the reception on the evening prior to the State Conference.
