SBA Program Update!! Please note recent changes to the SBA 7(a) loan program. Effective October 1,
2004, the US Small Business Administration (SBA) issued Policy Notice 5000-931 in response to Continuing
Resolution HJ. Res.107 (CR) passed on September 29 that extends the federal government's operations
through November 20, 2004.

Policy Notice 5000-931 was released to explain the changes and to announce the expiration of certain tempo-
rary statutory provisions regarding its programs.

® 7(a) Guarantee Limit: As of October 1, 2004, the maximum guarantee is $1.0 million. (The increase to
$1.5 million that resulted from PL 108-217 was temporary only.)

® Combination Financing/Piggyback Financing: Combination Financing is no longer allowed as of Octo-
ber 1, 2004. Any provisions concerning Combination Financing in Policy Notice 0000-1727 (April 2004) are
no longer in effect. The SBA's practice that allowed "piggyback financing" as defined in SOP 50-10-(4) has
been suspended effective October 1, 2004 until further notice.

® SBAExpress changes: The maximum loan amount for SBA Express loans approved on or after October 1,
2004 is $250,000 (as set forth in the SBA Express program guide dated October 1, 2002).
